repetition (part of the structure) 
easy-to-remember/easily remembered melody 
“If repetition is part of the music’s structure as well as an easy 
to remember melody, [...] the song is likely to become an 
earworm.”

c) personality features of 

people who get earworms 

easily:

(being) open to new experiences  
(being very) sensitive / sensitivity  
“Being open to new experiences or just being a very sensitive 
person puts you at a high risk of you catching earworms.”
